Thank You!
My precious sheep:
In our Wednesday night Bible study, I am leading a group through the book of 1 Samuel.  1 Samuel is narrative and tells the story of Israel’s history, particularly as it relates to them getting a king and establishing a monarchy.  There are three main characters in the book: Samuel (the prophet), Saul (Israel’s first king), and David (Israel’s second king).  It is a fascinating story, with all the drama and violence and betrayal of a Hollywood movie.  In recent weeks, we are in chaps 21-23 where David is on the run, fleeing from King Saul who wants to kill him because he is jealous of David’s popularity (cf. 1 Sam 18:6-9).  Understandably, David is very distraught.

David was on the run from Saul for almost ten years!  As David himself asks: for what reason (1 Sam 20:1)?  That is, what did David do wrong to deserve this treatment from Saul?  The answer is nothing!  Nonetheless, God allowed David to go through these trials, and He had a bigger purpose in mind that even David could not see fully in his lifetime.  First, David was a foreshadow of Christ.  David was innocent and didn’t deserve to be treated so terribly by Saul (although David was not sinless – see Psalm 51); yet, Christ was literally sinless in thought, word, and deed, but He suffered terribly, culminating in the cross.  David’s own sufferings in a way foreshadowed the sufferings of Christ – who we know was a descendant of David according to the flesh and destined to reign on David’s throne (see the prophecy in 2 Samuel 7).  Second, even though David suffered unjustly at the hands of Saul, look at how many beautiful psalms he wrote during that season of his life.  Thus far our class has seen that David wrote psalms 34, 56, 57, 142 while on the run from Saul – and these are beautiful prayers and praises to God that we can turn to today when we are suffering to encourage us and inspire.  The psalms are almost three thousand years old and think of how many countless people throughout the ages have been comforted and encouraged by David’s words.  Did David have any idea that his words in the psalms would be used by God to comfort so many people?  Not likely!  How about you: are you suffering?  Are you going through trials?  Look and pray for ways that God can use YOU during your season of suffering to be a blessing to others.  Take for example when you are sick and in the hospital.  Think of the opportunity you have to be a light and source of comfort to others whom you are not normally around: nurses and doctors and especially other patients.  2 Corinthians 1:4 says that the Father of compassion and the God of all comfort “comforts us in all our troubles, SO THAT we can comfort those in any trouble with the comfort we ourselves receive from God.”                     

I hope that these insights into the life of David and his suffering offer some hope and encouragement in the midst of your suffering and how God can use it to bless others.  Nonetheless, let’s be honest: pain still hurts!  Loss still hurts.  This month marks ten years since my mother died from cancer (on Aug 30, 2008).  Her loss still hurts, compounded by the fact that she died in a horrible emotional state and was quite afraid.  I have a friend whose mother died a few years ago and afterwards she learned that her mother was mistreated in a care facility during the final years of her life.  My friend didn’t realize this, and she is angry and grieved.  

What about your pain?  What about the tears you have shed, and continue to shed?  Does God notice?  Does God care?  He does!  In one of those psalms, David says in Psalm 56:8, according to the NLT, “You keep track of all my sorrows.  You have collected all my tears in Your bottle.  You have recorded each one in Your book.”  What is God planning to do with all of these collected and recorded tears?  I want to connect this verse (Psalm 56:8) to Revelation 21:4 which says that in the new heavens and on the new earth, “He (God) will wipe every tear from their eyes”!  There is a great Day of consolation coming for God’s people when God Himself will wipe away every tear that you ever shed on this sin cursed planet.  This is our blessed hope as Christians!  Trust that this Day will come.  Look forward to it, and it should help to endure all of the pain and sorrow of this life.  I want to leave you with these words from 2 Corinthians 4:16-18, “Therefore we do not lose heart…For our light and momentary troubles are achieving for us an eternal glory that far outweighs them all.  So we fix our eyes not on what is seen, but on what is unseen, because what is seen is temporary, but what is unseen is eternal.”
